Students do not 
write on the test paper, but mark the correct letter on the answer sheets. 
3. After each part of the test, the supervising teacher marks the students’ answers and tells 
them whether they should go on to the next part.  
4. The final total is out of 60, however many parts the student has been allowed to complete.
